THE DOCTRINE OF THE CHURCH 
 
The Theology of Mission 
 
Mission is the vocation of the church. Mission is a task to 
which each member of the church is responsible, not 
something that should be relegated to professional mis-
sionaries, pastors, or church officers. Whether we serve 
God at home, an adjacent neighborhood or community, 
or abroad, each of us should be able to find a role in 
which God had called us to serve. We may pray, give our 
time and talents, and provide financial assistance to the 
task of mission. 
 
The mission of the church corresponds to that of the in-
dividual Christian. One of the primary functions of the 
church is to give the gospel to the world. The church of 
Jesus Christ is to find its marching orders in ChristΩs com-
mission to preach the gospel to the whole world. Any 
organization claiming to be a church is false to Christ 
that is not missionary in spirit and in practice. The 
church should promote social justice and human welfare 
in all areas of life. The church must remember that her 
function is primarily spiritual and they cannot afford to  
 

identify themselves with movements that tend to be 
partisan in character.  
 
Churches may sometimes best carry out their mission by 
cooperating with other denominations. This leads to en-
couragement and fellowship for the practical application 
of the gospel.   
 
The church is an autonomous local congregation of bap-
tized believers, associated by a covenant of their choos-
ing. The church shares in the observance of two ordi-
nances, exercising the gifts, rights and privileges invest-
ed in them by the Written Word of God. 
 
Ordinances: Baptism and The Lord’s Supper 
 
Christian baptism is the immersion of a believer in water 
in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The act is 
a symbol of our faith in a crucified, buried and risen Sav-
ior. In most Baptist churches, it is prerequisite to the 
privileges of a church relation and to the participation in 
the LordΩs Supper. The LordΩs Supper is a symbolic act of 
obedience whereby believers, through partaking of the 
bread and cup, remember the dying love of Christ. 
 
I believe that a theology of the Church must consist of a 
theology of evangelism if the church understands her 
place in history and her mission of reconciliation proper-
ly. The church must have a proper understanding of who 
Jesus Christ is. The church stands as a witness to the mir-
acle of His birth, the stainless purity of His life, the trans-
forming power of His death and the mighty power of His 
resurrection. The church, therefore, stands as a living 
testimony to the fact that Jesus is the Son of God and 
must not stutter over the deity of Christ. The church 
must also proclaim the good news of what God has

done in His mighty acts in Jesus Christ through our wor-
ship. When humankind finds self in God, we know who 
we are, why we are here and where we are going. There 
really are no options for us without God. God in Christ 
came to seek and to save. The church is called by God to 
carry out His ministry of reconciliation to the world. 
 

RELATIONSHIPS 
 
Ecumenical Witness to 
Community and World 
 
Baptists, with other Chris-
tians, involve themselves in 
programs of unity and rela-
tionship to strengthen 
church life through such 
organizations as the New 
Baptist Covenant, the Bap-
tist World Alliance and the World Council of Churches. 
These organizations through their gatherings of dele-
gates provide instruments by which church bodies may 
counsel and advise one another as well as make a com-
mon witness. 

   
 
Baptists work hard with other denominations to pro-
mote unity, to foster a deeper understanding of inter-
faith dialogue. While we honor our Baptist ancestors 
and believe in the principles for which they stood, we 
must realize that we are but one group in the great 
Christian family seeking righteousness for all human-
kind. It is our duty and privilege to work together with 

those of other denomina-
tional bodies who are striv-
ing for the same good ends.  
Without the gospel of re-
deeming grace, churches 
decline and die; without the 
organization of faith and 
the education of that faith, 
they remain ignorant and 
inefficient. That is why we 
have a theology and a de-
nominational organization. 

That is why we have programs of religious education 
and theological schools. With this structure, we are able 
to move into the future confident that we are serving 
God.
