Godôs Faithfulness 
 

Like the writer of Lamentations, we know of the mercies of God because his compassion never fails us. They 

are new every day; Great is Thy Faithfulness! Therefore, I hope in Him!  Lamentations 3:22-24. This great 

hymn we sing in worship was written by Thomas Chisholm as a personal testimony to Godôs faithfulness 

through his very ordinary life. Born in a log cabin in Franklin, Kentucky, Chisholm became a Christian when 

he was twenty-seven and entered the ministry when he was thirty-six, though poor health forced him to retire 

after just one year. During the rest of his life, Chisholm spent many years living in New Jersey working as a 

life insurance agent. In his life, he wrote many poems and several published hymns. Just think, God gives us 

the chance to prove His faithfulness each and every day.  

Great is Thy faithfulness, O God my Father! 

There is no shadow of turning with Thee; 

Though changest not, Thy compassions, they fail not 

As thou hast been thou forever wilt be.
