Dan Vincentôs Reflections 
 
I read about a Danish sculptor who decided to sculpt a statue of Jesus. He sculpted the statue out of clay,  
ending up with a majestic Christ ï head thrown back ï arms upraised in a triumphant pose.  At the end of the 
day, convinced that he had created the crowning work of his artistic career, the artist  admired the statue one 
more time and then went to bed. 
 

The next morning, when he came into the studio, he found to his dismay that he had made a terrible mistake by 
leaving his windows open overnight.  The moisture from the night air had affected the statue, which looked 
nothing like the triumphant figure that he had created. Now the head sagged and the arms drooped. 
 

With heavy heart, the artist examined the statue to see if there might be some way to redeem the situation. 
Could he tilt the fallen head to its former posture?  Could he raise the sagging arms?  Could he  restore strength 
and confidence in the statueôs face?  Or would he have to turn the statue back into a lump of clay and begin 
again? 
 

Discouraged, he thought about it all through the morning, trying to decide how to proceed.  Then it occurred to 
him that the night air had done him a favor.  It had transformed his strong, triumphant statue, and he simply 
added a title to its base.  He called his new statue ñCome unto Me!ò
